Public Health Performance Report May 2007

The London Health Observatory and SHA compile quarterly reports for all London PCTs to assess their performance against the Government’s 2005-08 Health of the Population targets. The report presents indicators in relation to three different sets of targets. These are the public health aspects of the Selbie Six targets, the Local Area Agreement targets and indicators relating to Health of the Population targets. This report contains a full list of the targets with a traffic lighting system to show whether or not Brent is achieving the targets set. The report shows Brents position up to the end of quarter 3 2006/07. 
Of the 37 targets reported against Brent is green on 19 targets (51%) amber on 5 targets (14%) and red on 13 targets (35%). The status of smoking in pregnancy, recording of smoking in pregnancy, cancer mortality and teenage conceptions has improved from the previous report. Five of the 13 indicators where Brent scored red reflect the recording and data collection systems in place to monitor new targets. These include obesity, recording of obesity, recording of smoking status, smoking during pregnancy and recording of this, and recording of breastfeeding. Significant improvements have been made in a number of these areas. The percentage of mothers whose breastfeeding was unknown for instance has reduced from 11.7% to 2%. 

Five of the red LAA indicators relate to childhood immunisations. Data quality is also a factor here and a project is underway to cease the duplication of data recording between PCT community services and General Practice which will result in improved data. Of the remainder of the red targets smoking cessation is close to the target and the number of quitters in quarter 4 is generally greater than other quarters so performance is likely to improve by the end of the year Commentary on the remaining red indicators is provided within the report.

	Performance for this PI looks worse than it is because there is a lag in collecting 13 week quit data, as each person has to reach 13 weeks from their quit date before they can be counted as a 13 week quitter. After a slow start to the year, performance is picking up, and the activity to support activity has been established. Although we are still below target, performance has improved, and Q3 figures will continue to increase as more people reach their 13 weeks of quit. We are hopeful achieving close to the target by the end of the year.

	Brent PCT is below the national target of 70% but similar to last year. The performance across London is poor and a Pan London Project Manager has been recruited to look at feasibility of implementing some of the Gillian Schiller Report recommendations.   One option is to Centralise the call/recall system for London and or  add an extended hours Call Centre function. More locally our Health Promotion Department work closely with the Breast Screening Service Health Promotion team to ensure appropriate information at the relevant screening intervals. There is also work looking at more static sites for screening, Brent having undertaken a successful pilot at ACAD, but this would be a longer term proposal.

	Brent PCT is below the national target of 80%. Performance has decreased over the past couple of years and it is thought this may be as a result of the new GMS Contract and the ability to exception report, which increases the GP funding but has an adverse affect on PCT coverage.  Brent are undertaking an Exception Reporting audit to investigate where we can focus support to practices, either by way of Health Promotion for hard to reach communities, or helping practices improve their uptake.  From a Cervical Screening Project carried out in Brent, it was apparent that practices would benefit from practice nurse mentorship for screening, together with improving access for women, i.e. sufficient female practice nurse availability and convenient times for the working woman.  There have been several initiatives to improve screening within our diverse community and funding was made available through HAZ for communities to provide educational sessions highlighting the importance of cancer screening.

We do have Health Promotion Project Manager in post to promote Bowel Cancer Screening, and within this role she will raise the profile of all cancer screening.
